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Terri Simmonsô Story about Wolfgang (Continued) 

 

Since Wolfgang is a rescue, we love to tell people that there are wonderful dogs in rescue 

waiting to find the right home. So having people stop us to talk about Wolfgang is not un-

usual, but this time was different.  It was one of the last Saturdays of the 2010 market and 

due to other commitments and rainy weather; we had either been there very early in the day 

or missed it entirely for a few weeks.  As we strolled through the market, I could see this 

woman who seemed to be coming right toward us, like we were what she was looking for 

and not a bunch of Honey Crisp Apples. 

 ñThank God I found you!ò 

 OK, now this is unusual.  She proceeded to tell us that her mother was at home, 

dying of lung cancer.  It was her dying wish to see Wolfgang. (I am sure I had a shocked and 

stunned look on my face.)  She had met him at the Farmersô Market earlier in the season and 

the daughter told us, practically in tears, that she had been down there every Saturday for a 

month, hoping to find Wolfgang.  She asked, if it wasnôt too much trouble, if she could bring 

her Mom by that afternoon to visit. 

 Since Greg had another commitment, I readily agreed and gave her my phone 

number.  Later that afternoon, I received a voicemail (I had somehow missed her call).  Her 

mother was feeling quite weak and they werenôt going to be able to make it, but she thanked 

me for the willingness to have her visit. 

 I called the daughter back, and knowing she wouldnôt ask for it, I offered for 

Wolfgang to come over for a short visit, if she thought her mother would be up to it.  She 

was very excited and gave me the address and directions. 

 The apartment turned out to be rather close to our home, so Wolfgang & I were 

there in a matter of minutes.  The daughter met us in the courtyard and showed us the way to 

the apartment. 

 While we were walking, she told me that they had done pet therapy with her 

Mom.  While it was great & she loved the other animals, all she could talk about was Wolf-

gang. 

 When we got to the apartment, it was rather small and full of furniture & medical 

equipment so that Wolfgang could barely turn around.  We walked into the bedroom and 

sitting up on the bed was a small, frail looking, ñninety eight pounds soaking wetò lady, who 

was very excited.  She couldnôt really talk, but she had plenty of energy to pet & play with 

her new friend. 

 After a few minutes, she started patting her bed and motioning for Wolfgang to 

come up.  I hesitated at first, but then I realized there was little harm he could do now, so we 

let him jump up. 

 Our visit lasted probably no more than 20 minutes.  As Wolfgang & I left, the 

daughter thanked me again.  I told her that I had lost my Dad to cancer, so I completely un-

derstood the need to do whatever we can to make our parents happy in times like these.  We 

hugged and parted company. 

 As I flipped through the Des Moines Register about ten days later, my eye caught 

something that made me turn back.  There on the obituary page was a picture of Wolfgangôs 

patient.  She died one week after our visit. 

 I went to the online condolence book from the funeral home and signed it as Wolf-

gang.  I clipped the obituary and have put it in a special place.  That chapter was now closed. 

 Until the next summer.  At one of the early markets of the season, I saw the 

daughter again.  She approached us and apologized for her zeal last fall, but was grateful for 

our indulgence.  I assured her that we were happy to help and that I had seen the obituary.  

We hugged and she gave Wolfgang a good ear scratching.  We once again parted company. 

 As she walked away, we returned to our regular Saturday morning routine.  ñNo, 

he is a Newfoundland.ò ñAbout 160 pounds.ò ñFour cups of giant breed dog food a day.ò 

 ñAnywhere he wants to.ò 
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A story from Terri Simmons:  Saturday Morning Routine 

 

 It was a Saturday morning like many others during that wonderful time from May 

through October.  After having ñslept in,ò we hooked our Chocolate Newfoundland Wolf-

gang up and headed down to the Downtown Des Moines Farmersô Market. 

 This market is one of the largest in the country that still allows dogs.  We have 

been taking Wolfgang down there since our first summer in Des Moines back in 2007.  It 

started as a ñtraining tool,ò teaching him not to be afraid of crowds, strange people and other 

dogs. 

 We quickly found, however, it was a great opportunity for public education.  You 

cannot be anonymous walking Wolfgang.  We fielded typical Newfie comments: ñHe looks 

like a bearò or ñWhat breed of dog is that?ò 

 ñHow much does he weigh?ò  (About 160 pounds.) 

 ñHow much does he eat?ò (Four cups of giant breed dog food a day and as much 

cat hair as he can lick off.) 

 ñWhere does he sleep?ò  (Anywhere he wants to.) 

 It has almost become comical the number of times we answer the same questions 

without moving an inch.  And being a Chocolate Newfie, he gets even more attention.  There 

are the people who think they know: ñIs he a Saint Bernard or a Great Pyrenees?ò  Then the 

people who are at least familiar with the breed: ñI thought Newfies were all black.ò 

 Then there are those who have been researching the breed and have serious ques-

tions about making one a part of their family.  We are glad to talk to them all.

nized by HANC, requirements must be completed by November 1, 2011. (We will recognize pend-
ing VN from NCA the year the Newf gets his VN.) 

 

Register of Merit (ROM):  We will use NCA requirements.  To be recognized by HANC, the dead-
line will be November 1, 2011. 

 

Best of Breed Winner ðWestminster, 2010: Please list your dogôs name, ownerôs name & 
breeder. 

 

Best of Breed Winner ðEukanuba, 2010:   Please list your dogôs name, ownerôs name & breeder. 
 

NCA Working Dog Certificate:  Requirements are CDX, WRD, & DD, plus 3 other titles or re-

qualifications according to the NCA requirements listed at www.newfdogclub.org. Please list your 
dogôs name, date he or she completed each requirement, ownerôs name and breeder.  

 

 Longevity Award:  This award is for any Newfoundland dog turning 10 during November 1, 
2010ðNovember 1, 2011. Please submit your dogôs name and birthday.  

 
Junior Showmanship Award:  We will use the same guidelines as NCA but we will recognize the 

year the award was won. The HANC deadline will be November 1, 2011. 

 
If your dog has won a special award that you feel should be recognized, please submit the informa-

tion to the awards chairperson and it will be presented to the committee for review.

Top Novice A Obedience Dog: The Newf who has the highest average of the first three legs from 

the Novice A class. The title must have been awarded during the current awards year, but all 
scores from all 3 legs count even if they were earned in previous years.  

 

Top Rally Dog:  The Newf who has the most qualifying legs earned, counting only the first 3 legs 
at each level.  

 

Top Rally Handler: The total number of qualifying legs earned.  
 

Owner-Handler of the YearðAgility: The most new titles put on a dog or dogs residing with and 

handled by the owner. A minimum of two new titles is required. 
 

Top Agility Dog: The Newf with the most new Agility titles. Minimum of two titles. 

 
Tracking:  Please send in your dogôs name, ownerôs name, place of test, date, & titles. 

 

Top Obedience Dog:  New titles from Companion Dog, Companion Dog Excellent, Utility Dog. 
The Newf who has the highest average score of the three legs that earned the title. (The title must 

have been awarded during the current awards year but all scores from all three legs count even if 

they were earned in previous years.) 
 

Top Obedience Competition Dog: Qualifying scores from Open B & Utility B ð only the Newf 

with the single highest combined qualifying score. 
 

High in Trial Award: Awarded to any Newf who wins High in Trial at an AKC-licensed obedience 
trial. Only 1 award/year will be awarded to any 1 dog regardless of the number of HIT wins that 

year. Please include the number of HIT wins for the year so we can include that on your award.  

 
High Combined scores in Open B & Utility: Awarded to any Newfoundland who wins High Com-

bined at an AKC-licensed obedience trial. Only one award per year will be awarded to any one dog 

regardless of the number of HC wins that year. Please include the total number of HC wins for the 
year so we can include that on your award.  

 

Working Awards: This includes the NCA working titles of Draft Dog (DD), Team Draft (TDD), 
Water Dog (WD), Water Rescue Dog (WRD), Water Rescue Dog Excellent (WRDX). 

 

Owner/Handler Of The Year Working-The most NCA working titles and/or re-qualifications put 
on a Newf or Newfs residing with and handled by the owner: (A minimum of two working titles or 

re-qualifications are required). 

 
Home of the Working Dogs: The most new NCA water and/or draft titles acquired by a family or 

kennel. (A minimum of two new titles is required). (Re-qualifications do not count toward this 

award.)  Owners may request, at the time they apply, the alternate wording of ñTop Kennel of 

Working Dogs.ò 

 

Breeder of the YearðWorking: The member who has bred the most new NCA working title hold-
ers. (A minimum of two new working titles is required.) 

 

Top Working Dog: The Newf who has earned the most new NCA working titles. (A minimum of 
two new working titles is required). Re-qualifications do not count toward this award. 

 

Special Awards: 
 

Best In Show:  Awarded to any Newfoundland who wins Best in Show at an AKC-licensed dog 

show. Only one award per year will be awarded to any one dog regardless of the number of BIS 
wins that year. Please include the number of BIS wins so we can include them on the award.
